	Within our topic the children will learn about the location and characteristics of Greece and its surrounding environment. This will include the physical and manmade landmarks of the region. We will consider this against our own position on Earth relative to the Equator, hemispheres etc.

During the term we will also complete some fieldwork around our local area. 




	History
	 Ancient Greece

	Within our topic we will explore life in ancient to medieval Britain using visual timelines.  The children will generate questions to ask about the Ancient Greeks and use ICT to research some key information and events. They will learn about a number of historical Greek figures, including mathematicians, philosophers and other key historical figures. 
We plan to enrich learning by visiting Layer Marney Tower for an Ancient Greek themed day.
